Antique Archaeology 

Antique Archaeology specializes in the odd and unusual. 
LeClaire’s very own Mike Wolfe co-hosts the popular 
History Channel show American Pickers and often films 
right here in town. Stop by to buy some gear and you 
might even catch Mike himself!

Buffalo Bill Museum 

William F. “Buffalo Bill” Cody was born in LeClaire 
and worked as a U.S. frontiersman before turning to a 
fulfilled life of rodeo entertainment.
